Record Enrollment
Student enrollment at 
UT Arlington jumped 17
percent this fall to 32,956,
setting a new record for the
campus and likely making it
the second-largest institution
in the UT system, the Fort
Worth Star-Telegram and
KXAS/Channel 5 reported.
UT Arlington enrollment was
25,085 in Fall 2008.

Almost 30 percent of this
year's first-time, full-time

freshmen ranked in the top 10 percent of their high school classes.
That number surpassed last year's record of 25 percent.

The Fort Worth Business Press highlighted an increase in students
seeking professions in health care, education, the sciences and
social work. It also said freshman to sophomore year retention is
up to 73 percent.

Historic Gift
UT Arlington has announced
the largest single cash
commitment in the University's
philanthropic history, a $5
million gift toward completion
of the 6,500-seat special
events center, recently named
College Park Center, on the
eastern edge of campus from
Carrizo Oil & Gas Inc.

The gift follows Carrizo's
generous $1 million
contribution announced in fall

2009 that established a graduate research fellowship program to
help attract top scholars and researchers to the University.
